Recommended Electronics and motors: 

Motor: AXI 2204-54 outrunner or any equivalent 

motor weighing .8 to 1 oz and in the 1400 kv 

range.  

 

Speed control: Castle Creations PHX10 or 

Thunderbird 9. 

 

Battery: Etec 300 to 450, 2 or 3 cell, 10 to 20C 

rated or equivalent.  Pack must weigh less than 1 

oz. 

 

Receiver: Mikrodesigns.com or Berg 4 channel or 

any receiver weighing less than 6 grams. 

 

Servos: Elevator and Rudder=Waypoint W-038 4 

gram servo or any sub 5 gram servo with good 

centering and 8 oz torque or better. 

 

Aileron=Hitec HS55 or Eflight S75.  To get full 

throw, you must use a long dual servo arm.

Fuselage Sub – Assembly: 

Locate the fuselage “BOX”.  This is the long part 

with multiple vee grooves and slots machined into 

it.  Prepare a flat surface.  Lay the fuselage box 

with the vee grooves facing up and apply foam safe 

CA glue the full length of each groove.  In addition 

to the grooves, apply CA to one of the edges (with 

the 3 tabs) so the box can be folded into a long 

square tube.  

Fold the fuse into the box shape and use CA kicker 

to close the seam with the 3 tabs.  Make sure as 

you glue the fuselage box that you do not build in a 

“twist”.  The three tabs help keep a twist from 

happening, but poor workmanship in this phase can 

adversely affect flight performance.  

 

Next, locate the fuse top and bottom pieces.  These 

have tabs that fit into the slots in the fuselage box.  

These tabs will only fit one way into the box slots.  

Dry fit these parts and check for proper alignment.  

Once you are sure the parts are correct, apply glue
